PURPOSE: 
For Social Studies, we have been focusing on various Aboriginal cultures in BC and Canada as well as describing Aboriginal peoples’ relationship with the land and natural resources. I have been reading the book Fatty Legs by Christy Jordan-Fenton and Margaret Pokiak-Fenton as a read aloud. This novel is based on a memoir of young Margaret’s experiences at a northern residential school. Our visit to the museum of anthropology will help deepen students understanding of aboriginal culture and history. We will be attending the Potlatch program to introduce students to the cultural significance of the potlatch to the Kwakwaka'wakw First Nations in the past and the present. Through a combination of short films, narratives, and objects students will be exposed to the sights, sounds, and ceremony of the Kwakwaka'wakw potlatch and develop an overall understanding and respect of Kwakwaka'wakw traditions.

NOTE:  This school field trip is optional.  Alternate arrangements will be made for students who do not participate.

DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITIES:
All students are to meet at Cleveland in their classroom at 8:50 am. I will take attendance and we will take a school bus to UBCs Museum of Anthrology. Between  9:45 and 12:00, students will attend the Potlach program. At 12:00, students will have lunch. Students must bring their own bagged lunch and snacks. After lunch, students will be placed into groups and tour the museum. We will leave the museum at 1:45 and return to school for the 3:00 pm dismissal. 

TRANSPORTATION:
All students will meet at 8:50 in their classroom. We will be taking a school bus.

SUPERVISION
Mme Kwiatkowski and parent volunteers.

NATURE AND SCOPE OF RISKS:
Motor vehicle accidents are always a risk on field trips. Walking to and from the venue puts students at risk for being involved in a motor vehicle accident while crossing the street, however staff members will do their best to supervise and we will discuss traffic safety prior to departure.
